Time Activity

3:30 | Study Hall

Students will work on targeted materials aimed at helping students develop the
basics of English: alphabets, phonics, and sight words.

(Recommended for Levels 1 & 2)

4:00 | Class Activity

All levels will engage in a class activity dealing with the subject matter of that
day. The lesson will be built around the selected reading and will help students
context the lessons learned from the activity and apply them to the reading and
worksheets.

5:00 [ Reading Groups/Worksheet Tutoring

The class will split into groups based on reading level.

- While in reading groups, students will be guided by teachers to work on
fluency and comprehension.

- While in worksheet tutoring, students will do targeted grammar lessons and
work on vocabulary and spelling.

6:00 | Finish
- Students may stay in Extended-Care until 6:30 p.m. for an additional fee.

Benefits of this new system

- This new system allows any level student to come on any day, better fitting into many busy schedules.

- Each week is a new topic and students who come more than once a week will benefit by repeating critical mate-
rials, and be challenged by increasingly difficult challenges based on the original topic.

- By contextualizing reading content through group activities, students have a higher chance of acquiring target
language and completing content objectives.

- In allowing for all levels, we will also have the support materials (worksheets, spelling, reading, etc.) for a wide
range of abilities, allowing us to better cater to specific strengths and weaknesses. For example, if a Level 2 student
excelled at reading, we would be able to provide them with a higher level text on the same subject in order to ac-
commodate that. Likewise, if a Level 3 student struggled with worksheets at that level, we would be able to supply
the same grammar worksheets for a level down. In this way, a student can stay at their aged level without feeling
overly pressured or restrained.
